Chakra, shared his harrowing yet heroic experiences from the Kargil War. He
recounted the assault on Tiger Hill, where, despite being shot multiple times, he
scaled a vertical cliff and neutralized enemy positions, enabling his unit to capture
the strategic point. His narrative emphasized unwavering courage, resilience,
and the ethos of 'nation before self.'

Commandant Chetan Kumar Cheetah, a Kirti Chakra awardee, recounted his
ordeal during an anti-terror operation in Jammu and Kashmir, where he sustained
multiple bullet injuries. His miraculous recovery and return to duty exemplify



extraordinary determination and dedication. He urged cadets to embrace
challenges with fortitude and to serve the nation with unwavering commitment.

The presence and words of these decorated officers left an indelible mark on the
cadets, reinforcing the values of bravery, perseverance, and patriotism. Their stories
serve as powerful reminders of the sacrifices made by soldiers and the
responsibilities shouldered by those in uniform.
