Accordingly, the Annual Report for the year 2018-19 was prepared
and subsequently approved in the 36" meeting of the Board of
Management held 06.01.2020.

The Annual Report contained the highlights of the activities of the
University and achievements made during the year. It presented the
performance of Academic Departments as well as other Supporting
Departments, Centres and Offices of the University. In addition to
this, the Annual Report also highlighted the activities of the various

students’ societies.
Highlights of Annual Report 2018-19

*  The university currently offers 14 B.Tech., 20 M.Tech., 3 M.Sc.,
M.B.A., B.Des., B.Tech. (Evening), BBA, B.A. (Economics), MBA
(Business Analytics), Executive MBA and Ph.D. programs.

+ The East Delhi Campus of the University has started two new

programs this year, M.B.A. Innovation, Entrepreneurship & Venture
Development and M.B.A. Family Business & Entrepreneurship.

*+ Total 2130 admissions in B. Tech. at DTU were made through
common counselling and 225 admissions were made in B. Tech
evening. The admission to the category PIO/ FN/ NRI has been
conducted through DASA and 141 students were admitted this
year. Total of 10 students were admitted under Prime Minister's
Special Scholarship Scheme (PMSSS) in B. Tech. A total of 141
students were admitted in BBA, 135 in BA-Economics (Hons.), and
B0 in B.Des. in 2018-19. The total 2689 Undergraduate students
were admitted in the year 2018-19. A total 308 students were
admitted in  M.Tech. and 246 students were admitted in various
MBA programmes. The total Post graduate admissions in 2018-19
are 554. In 2018-19, 360 Ph.D. scholars were admitted.

* Total 626 research papers were published in SCOPUS indexed
journals, 320 research papers were published in International
Conferences, 62 book chapters were published in reputed
publications and 3 patents were published/ granted in the year
2018-19. The 'h-index’ of the University as per SCOPUS was 69

and number of citations were 8346.

» Total 12 research projects and 35 consultancy projects were

obtained from different funding agencies.

* Total UG students graduated this year was 1636, PG 447 and
total no. of 62 students were awarded with Ph.D degree.

* Delhi Technological University has been selected as Mentor
Institute for the TEQIP- Il Project for Mentee Institute Madhav
Institute of Technology and Science, Gwalior w.e.f. 15t April, 2017
and shall conclude by 30" September, 2020.

+ The DTU has signed 4 MoUs in 2018-19 with various
universities, institutions and organizations making a total of 28
operational MOUs.
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* In academic year 2018-19, a total of 323 organizations took
part in campus placements and offered 1306 jobs to B. Tech.
students. Highest salary package offered was Rs. 1.01 Crores by
Facebook in the year 2018-19.

« The students who have passed out of DTU are studying in
various prestigious National and International institutes such as
[IM's, lIT's, Carnegie Mellon University, Columbia University, Duke

University, Purdue University and University of California.

« The curriculum of postgraduate programs has been revised
and Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) has been introduced in
the curriculum by the University. The choice based credit system
features a broad-based, flexible education system and at par with
global standards. This system allows the students to select among
various courses including Foundation courses, Foundation Elective
courses, Departmental Core courses, Allied Engineering courses,
Industrial Training and Projects, University Elective courses,
Departmental Elective courses and MOOC's from various online
platforms such as SWAYAM (Study Webs of Active Learning for
Young Aspiring Minds), NPTEL (National Programme on

Technology Enhanced Learning), Coursera, Edx etc.

« University has introduced three new tracks in the

undergraduate curriculum: Research Track, Product Track and
Entrepreneurship Track. The idea of the tracks is to develop

analytical skills and critical thinking among the students that will
enable the students apply knowledge to address the real world

situation/problem and find the solutions for them.
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»  Through the University Student Internship Program (USIP) a
total of 154 students have been awarded paid internship for
academic and administrative support work. The total amount
disbursed was Rs. 13,60,000/- in 2018-19.

+  Continuing Education Programme (CEP), Quality Improvement
Programme, Curriculum Development Programme and Faculty
Development Programme (FDP) activities continued to attract wide

interest from industry, academia and from our own facuity.

« DTU has also organized several GIAN courses with an aim to
boost higher education in the campus. The lectures have been
delivered by international faculty from different countries under
GIAN scheme.

* In order to cope with the increased need of the students,
construction work of two new academic blocks and three hostel
blocks has begun. It will provide the academic infrastructure for
more than 3000 students and will accommodate an additional 660
girls and 330 boys in hostels. A double storied Faculty Block which
will provide 36 number of faculty offices has been completed.
Pragyan Hall has been developed for meetings and conferences.
Sports Facility has been upgraded. Renovation of East Delhi
Campus has been completed.

« The university has transplanted 111 trees and also planted
additional 1000 saplings. Organic Waste to Energy Plant, largest in
educational institute of North India has been recently developed

with capacity of 1 TPD.
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+ Sewerage Treatment Plant (STP) Waste on Bio-Filter having
capacity of 1 M.L.D. (Million Litre per Day) is under construction.

»  Solar power plant of capacity 432 Kwp has been installed for
power generation at DTU Campus and it is best in terms of
technological parameters currently available commercially as per
MNRE guidelines. The plant is installed at roof top and it covers an
area of 7050 Sqg. mtrs. The plant through LT power feeds to
electrical, electronics, mechanical, science and civil blocks of the

campus.

To enhance overall campus safety and security, and effective
monitoring and surveillance of DTU activities, 192 CCTV cameras

have been installed in DTU Campus.

+ The university has established the DTU Innovation and
Incubation Foundation and currently, 19 companies are working in

the Centre.

« The university annually organizes cultural and technical
festivals. Engifest is the annual cultural extravaganza of the
university and offers a good mix of literary, cultural, and
entertainment events. Further, there are a series of professional
societies including IEEE, IETE, CSI, SSE and others. DTU has
research collaborations with premier organizations around the
globe. E-Summit 2019 was organised from 31%t January to 2"
February 2019. It saw a participation of over 10,000+ dynamic
entrepreneurs and students from across the country. Leadership
Lecture Series was organised with speakers such as Mr. Rajiv
Sikka, Ms. Monika Halan, Youtuber Harsh Beniwal and Comedian
Biswa Kalyan Rath. Start-up Internship Fair was also organised
which saw a participation by more than 1000 students in various
Companies and Start-ups.
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* The university has been consistently ranked among best 10
engineering institutions as per the various Independent Surveys on
Best Engineering Institutions of the country. Among engineering
colleges, Delhi Technological University was ranked 2" by ‘Times
Engineering Rankings' 2019, 13" by '‘Outlook India’ in 2018, 17" by
‘Outlook India’ in 2019, 10™ by ‘The Week’ in 2018. India Today’s
Best Engineering Government Colleges survey for 2019 has ranked
DTU at the 7™ position. The 2019 NIRF rankings placed DTU at the

34" position.

* University through Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) has
initiated many activities for quality improvements such as ISO
9001:2015 certification, regular audit of processes as per SOP,
academic audit, Question paper standardization and audit,
feedback collection and analysis, green audit of the campus, ERP &

e-governance application in the processes etc.

The copy of the Annual Report for the year 2018-19 was placed
before the Court of the University for kind perusal.
